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CIHAPB Community Intelligent Housing Award (Greater Bay Area)

Terms & Conditions

1. Eligibility

1.1 Nominated projects must be located inside the geographical area of the Greater Bay
Area (including Hong Kong, Macau, and Guangdong Province cities).

1.2 Projects must possess a valid Occupation Permit (OP or Phased OP) or alternatives
(Completion Acceptance), Acknowledgement Letter (Form BA14), Works Completion

Certificate, or equivalent proof of substantial completion issued.

1.3 Partially completed buildings will not be accepted unless the nominated portion
constitutes a structurally distinct and fully completed phase with the relevant documentation.

1.4 The organising committee reserves the final and binding authority to determine the
eligibility of all submissions.

2. Nomination Process

2.1 Nominations must be submitted via the official online nomination portal. No physical or
email submissions will be accepted unless expressly permitted by the organising committee.

2.2 Each eligible project or property asset may be submitted into one (1) category only,
based on its specific building age and scale specifications.

2.3 All nominations must be submitted by the published deadline. Late submissions will not
be considered under any circumstances.

2.4 Submissions must be made by the project team. Third-party nominations require written
authorisation from the project owner.

3. Nomination Fee

3.1 A non-refundable nomination fee is payable upon submission. The fee amount is
determined by the date of registration and payment as follows:



Early Bird Fee HK$1,000: Applicable to all applications where registration is
completed and payment is settled on or before 10 July 2026. Supporting submission
materials for these entries may be uploaded at any time up until 31 July 2026.
Standard Fee HK$1,500: Applicable to all new applications registered and paid after
10 July 2026, where all required materials must be completed by the final closing
deadline.

3.2 The nomination fee will not be refunded under any circumstances, including but not
limited to withdrawal of nomination, disqualification on grounds of ineligibility, or cancellation
of a submission after payment.

3.3 Additional fees (e.g. finalist promotion fee or participation fees for production of
commemorative materials) will be communicated separately to shortlisted projects.

4. Required Submission Documents

4.1 Nominators must submit all of the following as part of a complete nomination:
Duly completed and signed online Nomination Form

Occupation Permit or equivalent completion documentation (PDF format)
Written Report:

o Report body: maximum 10 pages (excluding cover page)

o Word limit: fewer than 2,000 words

o Headline font: Arial (English) / PMingLiU (Chinese) — 12pt Bold

o Body text font: Arial (English) / PMingLiU (Chinese) — 10pt

o Margins: 2.5 cm on all sides

o Line spacing: Double

o Page numbers: marked at footer

o File format: PDF, compatible with Adobe Acrobat Reader and text-searchable

Duration: Maximum 5 minutes
Content: Showcase the building's smart features and address the five
assessment criteria pillars

o Resolution: 1080p

o Aspect ratio: 16:9

o Audio: clear audio required; subtitles and narration are optional

o File format: A hyperlink to a video platform or a secured cloud storage drive.
For privacy, videos may be uploaded as "Unlisted" or password-protected,
provided that the direct link and any required access passwords are disclosed
to the organizing committee upon submission.

Supporting materials (photos, charts, diagrams) must be provided in
Appendices. Total appendices must not exceed 20 pages of A4. Pages
exceeding this limit will not be reviewed by the judging panel.

4.2 All submissions can be written in English, Traditional Chinese or Simplified Chinese.

4.3 Incomplete submissions or documents that do not meet the stated format requirements
may be disqualified at the discretion of the organising committee.

5. Judging & Assessment

5.1 All eligible nominations will undergo a two-stage assessment process as outlined in the
official awards timeline.

5.2 Shortlisted finalists will be required to present their project to the Judging Panel
according to the following Finalist Presentation Details:

e Dates: 7-18 September 2026 (exact date and time designated by the organising
committee)

e Format: Online via Zoom (5-minute presentation followed by a 5-minute Q&A
session)

e Slide Limit: Maximum of 15 slides

In the event that a finalist fails to participate in the final presentation interview, they will
automatically be disqualified from competing for the Gold, Silver, or Bronze award tiers.
Provided they have submitted a satisfactory written report, such finalists will instead remain
eligible to receive a Certificate of Excellence only.

5.3 The award tiers are assigned based on final scoring thresholds and performance metrics
as follows:

Gold Award: Scoring threshold: 80% or above

Silver Award: Scoring threshold: 70% or above

Bronze Award: Scoring threshold: 60% or above
Certificate of Excellence: Scoring threshold: 50% or above

5.4 The Judging Panel’s decisions on all award assignments are final and no
correspondence will be entered into.

5.5 The organising committee reserves the right to withhold any award if the Judging Panel
determines that no nomination in a category has met the required standard.



6. Post-Award Obligations

6.1 Award recipients and finalists may be required to participate in post-award
knowledge-sharing activities, including seminars, site visits, or industry panels, to promote
excellence in intelligent building standards.

6.2 A short video (approx. 25 seconds) introducing the project may be required from finalists
for use at the Award Presentation Ceremony. Submission deadlines will be communicated
directly to shortlisted nominees.

7. Intellectual Property & Use of Materials

7.1 By submitting a nomination, the nominating party grants the organising committee a
non-exclusive, royalty-free licence to reproduce, publish, and display the submitted materials
(in print or digital format) for purposes related to the awards programme, including publicity
and archival.

7.2 The nominating party warrants that all submitted content is original, accurate, and does
not infringe any third-party intellectual property rights.

8. Confidentiality & Data Use

8.1 Personal data and project information collected during the nomination process will be
used primarily for the administration, evaluation, and auditing of the awards programme, and
will be handled in accordance with the Personal Data (Privacy) Ordinance (Cap. 486) of
Hong Kong and applicable data protection legislation in Mainland China.

8.2 Media Partner & Promotional Disclosure: By participating in this awards programme, all
applicants agree that in the event their project is selected as a Finalist or Winner, the
organising committee reserves the right to share the primary contact information (specifically
name, company title, email, and contact number) of the nominator/project representative
with our designated official media partner(s). The media partner(s) may contact winners
directly to offer exclusive event-related publicity, marketing campaigns, and commercial
advertising promotion opportunities.

8.3 Except as outlined in Clause 8.2 or where required by law, nominated project information
and personal data will not be shared with third parties without the prior consent of the
nominating party.



9. General

9.1 The organising committee reserves the right to amend these Terms & Conditions at any
time. Any updates will be published on the official awards website.

9.2 In the event of any dispute arising from the interpretation of these Terms & Conditions,
the decision of the organising committee shall be final.
